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• Motherhood is not a hobby. It’s an eternally-serious work of service. 

• Motherhood was God’s idea. He is the Creator (Isa 66:1-2) of masculinity and femininity, of 
fatherhood and motherhood (Isa 66:10-13). 

• He uses His creation to communicate how He feels about His people (Isa 49:15-16).
