< |should be giving (1 Cor 11:23-24)

“* |should be (1 Cor 11:25)

“* |should be myself (1 Cor 11:27-32)

< | should be my Lord’s death (1 Cor 11:26a)

< | should be my Lord’s return (1 Cor 11:26b)
