» Ahaz was Judah's ____th king following the division with Israel into two kingdoms (2 Kings 16:1)
- A descendant of David, he reigned for ____years (730-715 B.C.) in Jerusalem (16:2)
» "He did do what was right in the eyes of the LORD his God..." (16:3-4)

- The kings of Syria and Israel came to wage war on Jerusalem (16:5-6)
- Ahaz turned to the king of Assyria for help (16:7-9)

» Adding the layer of Isaiah 7, we're given even more insight into where Ahaz went wrong and a
powerful line worth remembering this week:
