The Beatitudes of the
Psalms

Che word “beatitude” is not found in the Scriptures.

The Oxford dictionary defines this word as: “supreme
blessedness or happiness.” We call the opening of the
Sermon on the Mount, the beatitudes, because Jesus begins with the blessed life. Throughout the Bible, that
blessed life is described. The sermon on the mount is not the only place Jesus touched upon the blessed life.

Back in the book of Psalms, there are a series of “blessed” passages. Some are attributed to God. Many are
directed toward that supreme happiness that is found in the Lord. The Psalms opens with “How blessed is
the man...” (Ps 1:1). The Hebrew word that is used is plural, indicating the “happiness of man.” “O how very
happy is the man,” is another way of looking at these.
