Exo 6:2-8 - "l will bring you into the land... | will itto you..."
Num 13:1-2 - “Send men to spy out the land... which I am giving...”

Num 13:17-25 - the spies explore and bring a bad report (13:26-33)

When we seem like grasshoppers to

We may be easily and taken for granted (1 Sam 16:1-11)
We may be looked down upon and (1 Sam 17:28, 42-44)
We have a choice to make: will look at ourselves like that?

When we seem like grasshoppers to

We feel (Num 13:28-29)

It seems as if we're not (Num 13:31)

We can very easily others (Num 14:1-3a)
The temptation to turn is strong (Num 14:3b-4)

We're failing to see a fundamental truth: the most important thing about me
how | seem to others or even how | seem to myself (Rev 3:7-8)

When we seem like grasshoppers but the Lord in us...

In what does the Lord delight? (1 Sam 15:22; Psa 51:6; 147:10-11; Jer 9:23-24)

We have everything we (Num 13:30; 14:5-8)

We must not against him (Num 14:9)
