   That’s what Job was trying to figure out in Job 28. We heard last week that “wisdom is better 
than jewels” (Proverbs 8:11), and Job knew where to find jewels (Job 28:1-11). “But where shall 
wisdom be found? And where is the place of understanding?” (Job 28:12).
