Hell: What Can We Know About It?

Jesus described and warned about the “hell of fire” more than anyone in the Bible, using the Greek
word Gehenna (ge, “valley” and henna, “Hinnom”)—originally, a ravine on the south side of Jerusalem
(Josh 15:8; 2 Chron 383:6; Jer 7:31; 2 Kings 23:10)—to describe:

A place of eternal, unquenchable (Matt 5:21-22, 29-30; 10:26-28; 18:7-9; Mark 9:42-48;
James 3:6; Rev 19:20)

A place of gloomy, utter (Matt 25:30; 2 Pet 2:4, 17; Jude 6, 13)

A place of eternal destruction, away from the of the Lord (2 Thes 1:5-10; Phil

3:18-19; Rev 20:10-15; 21:7-8)

Why? (Rom 2:2, 4-11)
“But God...”
Has shown his for us (Rom 5:6-9)
Put forward his own as the sacrifice for the wrath we deserved (Rom 3:22-26)
Continues to make that sacrifice too all (Heb 10:26-27)

Has done everything necessary in order for us to with him (1 Thes 5:9-11)
