
Key text: John 4:1-42 
One day, as Jesus was traveling from Judea to Galilee, he passed through ______________. 
Jews and Samaritans were like distant cousins who didn’t like each other. They often said 
mean things about each other and stayed as far away from each other as possible. 
   Along the way, Jesus was tired, so he sat down at about noon beside a __________ while 
his disciples went into a town called Sychar to buy some food. While Jesus was sitting 
there, a Samaritan woman came to draw water from the well. She was surprised when 
Jesus, a Jew, asked her for a drink. When Jesus started talking about giving her “_________ 
water,” she didn’t quite know what to think (4:10-12). What was Jesus talking about? 

Jesus said to her, “Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty again, but whoever 
drinks of the water that I will give him will never be thirsty again. The water that I will 
give him will become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal ________.” (4:13-14) 

When Jesus told her to go and get her husband, she said she didn’t have one. In fact, 
Jesus knew she had had _________ husbands, and the man she was living with wasn’t her 
husband. How could Jesus know that? He must be a prophet, the woman thought, and so 
she asked a question about where people ought to worship—the Jews said in Jerusalem on 
Mount Zion, Samaritans said on Mount Gerizim in Samaria. So what did this prophet think? 

“The hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father 
in _____________ and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. God is 
spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and ______________.” (4:23-24) 

When Jesus revealed himself as the Messiah, the woman left her water jar and told 
everyone she could find about the amazing person she had met at the well (4:25-42).
