   (preaching Jesus, the resurrection, the “unknown God,” and repentance) 
• 18:4-11 - in Corinth “he reasoned in the __________________ every Sabbath”  

   (persuading and teaching the word of God among them) 
• 19:8-10 - in Ephesus he spent two years “reasoning and persuading them about the  

   ________________ of God” 
• 24:24-25 - in custody before Felix “he reasoned about __________________ and self-   

   ____________ and the coming __________________” 
• 28:17-31 - having traveled all the way to Rome, “for this _____________…”   

   (expounding, testifying, trying to convince, teaching about the Lord Jesus Christ)
